PARTIES & JURISDICTION
1. GREYLYNN SEGURA. (hereinafter known as the “Mother”) and FERNANDO
- SEGURA (hereinafter known as the. “Step-Father) were married on May 6, 2016. They have
no minor children together. The Step-Father has parented and, by all accounts, been the only
father figure for the subject minor child since 2016,

2. The Mother was married to the biological father, JORGE AZAM TAMAYO
‘MORAN (hereinafter known as the “Biological Father”). The Parties were divorced via Final
- Judgment of Dissolution of Marriage on February 24, 2016.

' 3. The minor child at issue here is J. A.T., a male born on October 10, 2014 (age 3
- Yyears) (hereinafter known as “Minor Child”).

4, The Adoption Entity is D. CHRISTINE THURMAN, ESQ., Thurman Law
Firm, PLLC, 241 East 6" Avenue, Tallabassee, Florida,

. 5. Jurisdiction and venue are proper in Leon County pursuant to §63. 087(2)(a)(2),
'~ Florida Statutes.

‘BACKGROUND

6. The Biological Father has been absent from Minor Child’s life since the dissolution
in 2016.. The Biological Father has been in an out of jail throughout the past five (5) years in both
Florida and in Cuba. The Biological Father has failed to initiate and cultivate any type of
relationship with the Minor Child and will never be able to do so due to his habitual violations of
the law. The Biological Father is currently incarcerated in Cuba and has a warrant out for his arrest
in Tallahassee. The Biological Father will never be able to physically parent the Minor Child as
due to his current detention in a Cuba and possesses no legal means of re-entering the United

States. If he were to gain entry into the U.S., he would be detained for his outstanding warrant(s)
here.

. 7. Historically, the Biological Father was both physically and emotionally abusive

towards the Mother, n':uch of which took placé in the presence of the Minor Child when he was an
infant. The Biological Father is a known criminal and poses a constant threat to the safety and
well-being of the Mother and the Minor Child.

8. The Biological Father has a criminal history both in the United States and in Cuba.
He was convicted on criminal charges in Cuba in 2010 and failed to report to the detention center,
~ avoiding incarceration by fleeing to the U.S. from Cuba.! He later returned to Cuba, likely because
he had an open warrant for crimes committed in the U.S. and was incarcerated by the Cuban
authorities upon learning of his presence in Cuba. It is understood that the Biological Father is
currently incarcerated at Carretera via Bayamo (prison) in Cuba and is not scheduled to be released
until November 21, 2020. The Judgment and certified translation are attached hereto as Exhibit
“A.” Tt is strongly believed that the Biological Father will never legally be granted re-entry into
‘the United States due to his criminal history in both his native Cuba and the U.S. Currently, the
U.S. does not have an embassy in Cuba, further complicating any possibility of legally re-entering
the U.S.

! This information was obtained from documents that were in the Mother’s possession. In an abundance of caution,
it should be noted that the actual location of the Biological Father is unknown. Largely due to the limited
information available regarding Cuba and the Cuban justice system, certified or verified copies of the Biological
Father’s charges were unable to be obtained. However, pursuant to her previous relationship with the Biological
Father, the Mother sincerely believes these claims to be accurate and true,
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9. The Biological Father also has a criminal history in the United States. He was
arrested on numerous counts of fraud, impersonation, use of identification of twenty or more
individuals without their consent, trafficking in counterfeit credit cards, and tampering (using a re-
encoder) to perpetuate fraud in Leon County, Florida, Case No. 2016-CF-1181. It is believed that
the Biological Father’s felony charges in Leon County carry a minimum mandatory sentence of

-three (3) years, should he evér return to the United States. Thus, even if the Biological Father
should somehow return to the U.S., he would, again, be incarcerated for a number of years.

10.  The Biological Father’s criminal case in Leon County is still open and a Capias
- warrant has been issued if the Father ever returns to the United States.

11.  As of today, the Biological Father has not seen the- Minor Child since Sepfember,
 2016. He has had no communication with the Minor Child and has not offered to provide anykind
- -of support to the Mother. Further, the Biological Father owes over $16,000 to the Mother to assist
‘with the child’s medical bills and has not offered a single payment to pay down those costs. To the
best of the Mother’s knowledge (and not without extensive effort to obtain some kind of contact
for the Father), the Biological Father does not have a phone number or personal email address.
' However, the Biological Father, or someone under the guise of being Biological Father, has
#ttempted to email the Mother approximately six (6) times in the past two (2) years from a Cuban
email address that is believed to be a Wife or paramour of the Biological Father, to attempt to
~ maintain a superficial appearance of “communication.” Each email is generally less than ten (10)
- 'words total. It is believed that the Biological Father has a newborn child with a woman believed
. tobe his new wife, in Cuba, further decreasing the likelihood of his return to the United States,

PRESENT ACTION

12.  This is an action for the termination of parental rights relating to J.A.T., a male
born on October 10, 2014 (age 3). Pursuant to §63.089, Florida Statutes, there are sufficient
- grounds to terminate the Biological Father’s parental rights:

a. Pursuant to §63.089(4), the Biological Father has abandoned the Minor
Child. Florida law defines “abandoned” as when the parent of a child, while being able,
makes little or no provision for the child’s support OR makes little or no.effort to

communicate with the child. In fabt, even marginal efforts to communicate or support the
child which do not evince a settled purpose to assume all parental duties will not suffice.

- Even though he is detained in incarceration, the Biological Father has had access to socjal
‘media and forms of communication; the Mother has even found recent pictures of him at .
some kind of outdoor café in Cuba; thus, the Biological Father has had the ability to
communicate with the Mother and child and to maintain more than a sporadic email
relationship solely for the purposes of proving an existing connection to the U.S. The
Biological Father has had absolutely no contact with the child since September, 2016, has }
made only one payment of support for the Minor Child, and has dc;ne absolutely nothing )
to create, iet alone maintain, a relationship with the child. In fact, the only hints of concern ‘
for the child shown by the Biological Father are the rare emails to the Mother from the
email address of an unknown person; it is impossible for the Mbthet to know if those emails .
are actually being sent by the Biological Father or just a stranger helping to perpetuate the
Father’s farce.

' By Florida law, the Biological Father has abandoned the Minor Child. Seé, FL.C.
V. G.C, et al., 24 So. 3d 669, 670 (Fla. Sth DCA 2009) (finding the father had abandoned

his children when evidence shows the Jather had no meaningful relationship with the
children, made less than marginal efforts to communicate with the children and had failed
fo provide adequate support); In the Interest of K. W. v. Dept. of Children & Families, 891
~ So.2d 1068 (Fla. 2d DCA 2004) (termination of parental rights affirmed where there are
minimal or no emotional ties existing between the parent and child); and 1.H. v. Dept. of
Children & Families, 2014 WL 3559381 (Fla. 5 DCA July 21, 2014) (upholding
termination of j)arental rights where there is a lack of meaningful relationship between a
" parent and child). Further, and more practically significant, the Biological Father is

incarcerated in Cuba and unable to serve as a parent or guardian to the child in any form,
leaving the Mother as the only legal guardian of the minor child for health, school, and
other decision-making purposes. The Biological Father has no known phone number or
method of contact in case of emergency related to the child. He has abandoned the child
and left the Mother to fulfill both parental roles.

» b. Pursuant to §63.089(4)(b)(1), the Biological Father is expected to be
incarcerated at least through 2020, at which point the child will be 6 years old. The child
is already beginning to understand more complex issues and has developed a father-son
bond with his Step-Father, the only father-figure he has ever known. The Biological Father
will not be released from prison until 2020, three (3) years from now, when the Minor

Child is 6 years old. The Step-Father has already been the only father figure for the Minor
Child.

" 13. - Terminating thie Biological Father’s parental rights is the least restrictive means to
achieve the best interests of the child. The Biological Father has willfully rejected his responsibility
as a father to the child and the child deserves the stability and permanency of a true father figure

‘as has been provided by thé Step-Father. The Biological Father has not made any attempts to
reunite with J.A.T. and has énly been in communication with the Biological Mother for the sake
of maintaining some kind of superficial “ties” to a legal U.S. citizen for immigration purposes.
However, even with superficial email-only based connections to the Biological Mother, it is
strongly believed that the Biological Father’s criminal history and open warrant will still prevent
him from ever legally reentering the United States.

14.  The Mother is the only legal guardian of the minor child with authority to act on
his behalf. If anything were to happen to the Mother to the extent that she became incapacitated,
deceased, or otherwise unavailable in an emergency, the minor child would have no adult to legally
act on his behalf It is legally and practically imperative that the minor child have a Father or, at
.the very least, second legal guardian that is able to make important determinations (medical,
educational, disciplinary, etc.) should the Mother be unavailable to do so.

15.  The Step-Father has been the only stable and consistent male figure throughout the
child’s life; he is the only “Dad” J.A.T. has ever known. The Step-Father is a local business owner
and cares for the child as if he were his own. The Step-Father and the Mother have a strong and
loving relationship and have expressed the joint desire to do whatever is necessary for J.A.T. to
have a happy, safe, and healthy life.

1. GREYLYNN SEGURA (de aqui en adelante denominada “la madre”) y FERNANDO
SEGURA (de aqui en adelante denominado “el padrastro™) contrajeron matrimonio el 6
de mayo de 2016. No existen hijos menores dentro del matrimonio. Todo parece indicar
que desde el 2016, el padrastro ha sido la tnica fi gura paterna para el menor que es el

sujeto de esta demanda.

2. La madre contrajo matrimonio con el padre biolégico, JORGE AZAM TAMAYO
MORAN (de aqui en adelante denominado “el padre biol6gico”) y las partes fueron

divorciadas en la Sentencia de Divorcio con fecha 24 de febrero de 2016.
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3. El'menor en cuestion es J.A.T., un nifio nacido el 10 de octubre de 2014 (3 afios) (de aqui

en adelante denominado “hijo menor”).

4. La entidad de adopcién es D. CHRISTINE THURMAN, ESQ., Thurman Law Firm,

PLLC, 241 East 6th Avenue, Tallahassee, Florida.

5. De conformidad con lo dispuesto en §63.087(2)(a)(2) de las Leyes de la Florida, el
Tribunal en el Condado de Leon tiene jurisdiccion sobre este asunto y es competente para

conocerlo.

ANTECEDENTES

6. Elpadre biol6gico ha estado ausente de la vida del menor desde la disolucién del vinculo
matrimonial en el 2016. Durante los tltimos cinco (5) afios, el padre ha estado recluido
en la cércel en varias ocasiones tanto en la Florida como en Cuba. El padre bioldgico no
ha iniciado ni ha cultivado ninguna relacién con el menor, ni podra hacerlo nunca debido
a su costumbre de delinquir. El padre bioldgico est actualmente recluido en Cuba yen
Tallahassee existe una orden vigente para su captura. El padre bioldgico no podré cumplir
con sus deberes como padre ya que actualmente se encuentra recluido en Cuba, no tiene
medio legal alguno para entrar a los Estados Unidos y si lograra entrar a los Estados

Unidos, serfa detenido como lo exige la orden de captura que tiene pendiente aqui.
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7. El padre biologico tiene un historial de maltratado hacia la madre tanto fisica como

emocionalmente y en muchas ocasiones esto sucedio en la presencia del menor infante.
El padre es un delincuente conocido y presenta una amenaza constante a la seguridad y

el bienestar de ambos la madre y el hijo menor.

El padre biologico tiene antecedentes penales tanto en los Estados Unidos como en Cuba.
En el 2010 fue hallado culpable por cargos penales en Cuba y evadié su reclusién en
Cuba cuando no se presenté al reclusorio y huy6é hacia los Estados Unidos'.
Posteriormente, regres6 a Cuba, con toda probabilidad por las érdenes de captura
pendientes aqui por delitos cometidos en E.E.U.U. y fue detenido por las autoridades en
Cuba en cuanto se enteraron de su presencia en el pais. Tenemos entendido que el padre
biolégico estd actualmente recluido en la prision Carretera via Bayamo en Cuba y su
fecha de liberacion no es hasta el 20 de noviembre del 2020. La sentencia y la traduccién
certificada de la misma estin adjuntas y han sido marcadas Prueba “A”. Creemos
firmemente que el padre bioldgico no recibira nunca autorizacion para volver a ingresar
a los Estados Unidos ya que tiene antecedentes penales en su pais natal, Cuba, al igual
que en los Estados Unidos. Los Estados Unidos no tiene embajada en Cuba actualmente,

lo que complica aiin mas la posibilidad de reingresar a U.U.E.E. legalmente.

! Esta informacién fue obtenida de documentos que la madre tiene en su posesién. Serfa prudente considerar
que actualmente no se sabe el paradero del padre biol6gico. Debido en gran medida a la poca informacion
disponible sobre Cuba y el sistema judicial cubano, no se pudieron obtener copias certificadas ni verificadas
de los cargos que le fueron imputados al padre biolégico. No obstante, basindose en la relacién que la madre
tuvo con el padre bioldgico, la madre sinceramente cree que estas presunciones son fieles y veraces.
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9.

El padre bioldgico tiene antecedentes penales en los Estados Unidos, también. Fue
arrestado en el Condado de Leon, Florida en Causa Nim. 2016-CF-1181, por varios
cargos de fraude, usurpacién (de titulo o funcién), uso de veinte identidades o mas sin
haber obtenido consentimiento, traficar en tarjetas de crédito falsificadas y manipulacién
(de un codificador) para cometer una estafa. Se cree que si el padre biolégico fuese a
regresar a los Estados Unidos, la sancién minima que recibiria por los cargos de delitos
graves que le fueron imputados es una reclusién de tres (3) afios. Por lo tanto, si el padre

bioldgico lograra regresar a E.E.U.U., él estaria, nuevamente, recluido por varios afios.

10. La causa penal en contra del padre biolégico esta aiin pendiente y se ha expedido una

orden para su captura por si regresa a E.E.U.U.

Hasta la fecha, el padre bioldgico no ha visto al hijo menor desde septiembre del 2016.
No ha tenido comunicacién alguna con el menor ni le ha ofrecido sustento alguno a la
madre. Ademds, el padre biolégico le debe a la madre mas de $16,000 ddlares en moneda
de E.E.U.U. por las cuentas médicas del hijo menor y no le ha ofrecido ninguna cantidad
para ayudar a sufragar los gastos. Al leal saber y entender de la madre (y no sin haber
realizado esfuerzos considerables para obtener informacion sobre cémo comunicarse con
el padre), el padre bioldgico no tiene nimero de teléfono ni direccién de correo
electronico. No obstante, el padre biologico, o alguien que se hace pasar por el padre
bioldgico, ha tratado de enviarle correos electrénicos a la madre en aproximadamente seis
(6) ocasiones durante los tltimos dos afios, utilizando una direccién de correo electrénico

de Cuba que se cree es la esposa 0 amante del padre bioldgico, en un esfuerzo por
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mantener la apariencia superficial de “comunicacién™. Generalmente, cada correo
electrénico contiene un total de diez (10) palabras. Se cree que el padre bioldgico tiene
un recién nacido con una mujer que se cree es su esposa en Cuba, reduciendo asi aun mas

la probabilidad de que regrese a los Estados Unidos.

LA DEMANDA

12. Esta demanda es para la extincion de la patria potestad en lo que se refiere a J.A.T., un
nifio nacido el 10 de octubre de 2014 (3 afios). Conforme a lo dispuesto en § 63.089 de
las Leyes de la Florida, hay causales suficientes para privar totalmente al padre biolégico
de su patria potestad.

a. De conformidad con lo dispuesto en §63.089(4), el padre biolégico ha
abandonado al menor. En la Florida, la ley sefiala que un padre “abandona” a un
menor cuando, aun teniendo la habilidad para hacerlo, no proporciona sustento
minimo al menor o no proporciona sustento alguno o los esfuerzos por
comunicarse con el menor son pocos o inexistentes. Ademds, incluso pequefios
intentos por comunicarse con el menor o de proporcionar sustento que no tienen
como fin ejercer la patria potestad no son suficientes. Aunque ha estado recluido,
el padre biolégico ha tenido acceso a los medios sociales y otras formas de
comunicacién. La madre incluso hallé fotos recientes de él en un café al aire libre
en Cuba, por tanto, el padre tiene los medios para comunicarse con la madre y el
menor y para mantener una relacion por correo electrénico mas que superficial en
el cual su propésito no sea tnicamente demostrar un vinculo con E.E.U.U. El

padre bioldgico no ha tenido contacto alguno con el menor desde septiembre de
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2016, ha realizado solo un pago de alimentos para el menor, y no ha hecho
absolutamente nada para establecer, ni mucho menos mantener una relacién con
el menor. Es més, el Gnico indicio de interés que ha demostrado el padre biologico
por el menor son los escasos correos electrénicos recibidos por la madre, los
cuales fueron enviados desde el correo electrénico de un desconocido. Es
imposible que a la madre sepa si fue en realidad el padre quien envi6 los correos
electrénicos o si fue un desconocido que ayuda al padre a perpetrar una farsa.

Conforme a lo dispuesto en las Leyes del Estado de la Florida, el padre biolégico
ha abandonado al hijo menor. Véase, F.L.C. v. G.C. et al., 24 So. 3d 669, 670
(Fla. 5™ DCA 2009) (quedo acreditado que el padre habia abandonado a sus
hijos cuando la prueba demostré que el padre no mantenia una relacion
significativa con sus hijos, sus intentos por comunicarse con sus hijos fueron
insignificantes y no proporciond una alimentacion adecuada); In the interest of
K.W. v Dept. of Children / Families, 891 So. 2d 1068 (Fla. 2d DCA 2004) (quedo
ratificada la sentencia de extincion de la patria potestad por razon de lazos

afectivos minimos o inexistentes entre el padre y el hijo); y J.H v. Dept. of

Children & Families, 2014 WL 3559381 (Fla. 5 DCA 21 de julio de 2014) (/a

sentencia de extincion de la patria potestad por no existir una relacion
significativa entre el padre y el hijo fue ratificada). Ademés, cabe destacar que
el padre esta recluido en Cuba y no puede ejercer la patria potestad o la guarda
del menor, dejando solamente a la madre con la autorizacion legal necesaria para
tomar decisiones para el menor sobre cuestiones de salud y estudios, entre otras.
Que se sepa, el padre no tiene un nimero de teléfono ni forma de estar en

comunicacién en caso de una emergencia que implique al menor. El ha
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abandonado al menor y ha dejado a la madre con la responsabilidad de
desempeiiar el papel de ambos padres.

b. De conformidad con lo dispuesto en §63.089(4)(b)(1), creemos que el padre estara
recluido, como minimo, hasta el 2020 Y que ya para esa fecha, el menor tendra 6
afios. El menor ya empieza a comprender conceptos mas complejos y ha formado
lazos paterno-filiales con la tnica figura paterna que ha conocido, su padrastro.
El padre biol6gico no sera liberado de la prision hasta el 2020, dentro de tres (3)
afios, cuando el menor tenga 6 afios. El padrastro es la Gnica figura paterna que el

menor ha tenido.

13. La extincién de la patria potestad del padre es el medio menos restrictivo de asegurar el
interés superior del menor. El padre biolégico se ha rehusado a cumplir con sus deberes
como padre y el menor se merece la estabilidad y la permanencia que una verdadera
figura paterna le puede oftecer, tal como lo ha hecho el padrastro. El padre biolégico no
ha hecho intento alguno de reunirse con J.A.T. y ha estado en comunicacién con la madre
bioldgica tinicamente con el propésito de mantener “vinculos” superficiales con un
ciudadano de E.E.U.U. para fines migratorios. Creemos firmemente que los antecedentes
penales del padre biolégico y las 6rdenes de captura pendientes impedirdn de manera

definitiva que pueda volver a ingresar a los Estados Unidos.

14, La madre es el unico tutor legalmente autorizado para tomar decisiones sobre el menor.
Si algo le sucediera a la madre y se encontrara en situacion de discapacidad, falleciera o

no se encontrara disponible por caso de emergencia, el menor no tendria un adulto con la

autorizacion legal necesaria para representarlo. Es imprescindible, tanto en el marco

Juridico como en lo préctico que el menor tenga un padre, o por lo menos, un segundo
tutor que pueda tomar decisiones importantes (sobre cuestiones de salud, estudios,

disciplina, etc.) si se le imposibilitara a la madre.

15. El padrastro es la tinica persona que ha demostrado ser una figura paterna estable y
confiable en toda la vida del menor y es el inico “padre” que ¢l ha tenido. E| padrastro,
un empresario con negocio propio y vecino de este local, siente afecto por el menor como
si fuese su propio hijo. Entre el padrastro y la madre existe una relacién amorosa y s6lida
y ambos han expresado el deseo de hacer juntos todo lo necesario para que J.A.T. tenga

una vida estable, saludable y feliz.

16. El interés superior manifiesto del menor es codificar el abandono por parte del padre
biol6gico, declarar ha lugar esta demanda para la extinci6n de la patria potestad del padre
y permitirle al padrastro adoptar a J.A.T. con el fin de solidificar los vinculos que ya

existen entre €l y el menor.

Por tanto, solicitamos de manera mas respetuosa a su sefioria que declare ha lugar la
demanda de extincion de la patria potestad del padre bioldgico en beneficio del menor con
fundamento en lo expuesto anteriormente, permitiendo asi que la relacién paterno filial que
comparten J.A.T. y Fernando Segura sean validados y solidificados, que cambie el nombre
del menor a JUSTIN SEGURA ¥ que tome las medidas adicionales que estime apropias y

razonables para ese fin.
